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3D shapes - Pupils will be recognising, describing and grouping 3D shapes, forming structures with them and making patterns using 3D shapes.
Fractions: The children will be making equal parts, focusing on making halves, quarters and thirds. They will learn to name fractions of the same denominations. We will also be comparing and ordering fractions and counting wholes and parts. They will complete the unit by finding parts of a set and part of a quantity.
English:
Animal Adventure Stories 
Children will be able to write their own animal adventure story based on the Wind in the Willows. 
Explanation Text – The children will be creating an explanation leaflet about life cycles. 
Classic Poetry – Within this unit the children will recite a classic poem by heart and  write their own verse of poetry based on The Owl and The Pussycat. 





Art: Painting and mixed media: Life in colour
Within this unit the children will be developing colour mixing skills, learning about the work of artist Romare Bearden and creating textured papers using paint, children compose collages inspired by their exploration of colour and texture in the world around them
Science – Animals including Humans 
During this unit the children are introduced to the processes of growth in animals and that animals produce offspring that grow into adults. We will be looking at the lifecycles of mammals including humans, amphibians and a butterfly.
Music: Friendship
During this unit, children will learn to sing, play with instruments, improvise and compose with the song Friendship song by Joanna Mangona. Children will also listen to and appraise a range of different songs including ‘We go together’ Grease.
 Computing: Creating Media: Digital Music 
Learners will explore how music can make them think and feel. They will make patterns and use those patterns to make music with both percussion instruments and digital tools. They will also create different rhythms and tunes, using the movement of animals for inspiration. Finally, learners will share their creations and compare creating music digitally and non-digitally.
RE: Judaism. 
During this unit we will examine Jewish beliefs and practices linked to the Sabbath (Shabbat). We will explore the significance of the Sabbath and why Jewish people keep the day holy.   
We will discuss the importance of holy days and how these might unite families and give time to spend together, whilst reflecting on the value of making time for those things that are important to us. 
Geography – Our Wonderful World
In this unit children will be learning about the seas and oceans that surround the United Kingdom and their locations using compass points. Children will be learning what physical and human features are found along our coastlines. They will also be developing their field and geographical skills by collecting and recording information about coasts.   
PE: 
Outdoor Adventure Activities- The Great Outdoors – Within this unit the children will work with others to complete a journey within the school grounds and mark a control card correctly.

Net and Wall – Within this unit the children will be learning to strike a ball with accuracy and apply a simple tactic in a net/wall game.

We will also be completing the daily mile every day.
Spellings: Out Monday – Test on Friday.
Homework: Out Thursday: Due Wednesday 
Reading: Please try to read each night.
PE: Tuesday and Thursday
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Children will learn about looking after their bodies and developing a positive growth mindset. The children will name the different parts of my body and understand that they help to turn food into energy. 
They will also be able to explain how setting a goal or goals will help them to achieve what they want to be able to do.
