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The maths focus this week: counting, ordinality and cardinality. 
- To find out ‘how many’ objects there are.
- 1-1 correspondence when counting and representing amounts. 
- Develop their understanding of the concept of cardinality (the last number in the count tells us ‘how many’ things there are altogether). 
- The children have been exploring verbal counting to larger numbers. Singing counting rhymes will give them opportunities to hear, join in with and develop their knowledge of the counting sequence. 

Home Learning: 
 
•Make biscuits or cupcakes, and ask the children to decorate them with target numbers of raisins or similar toppings.
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Phonics
This week we have continued to revisit our phase 2 sounds and we have learnt the phase 3 phonemes: y and z. 

The children have practised saying and recognising the phoneme, blending words with our new phonemes and practising writing the graphemes (letters) using the correct formation. 
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Home learning: 
-Your child will have a reading book.
(Please read with your child daily and sign their reading record).  
Talk about the features of the book: front cover, title, blurb, we read from left to right and noticing the page numbers. 
Spend time looking at the illustrations, commenting/discussing what you can see, what you think will happen next. 
-Emphasise the initial sounds, e.g. “ssss sand” ,“b bag”. 
-In phonics we decode. Use your robot voice h-a-t. “I can see a h-a-t, hat”. (This will support your child to blend sounds together as they learn to read).
-Play I spy. “I spy something beginning with the sound “t”. 

-When reading, children say the sounds and then blend the sounds together to read the word. 
“S-i-d. ssiid. Sid”.
