English:
We will be exploring the traditional story

‘Rumplestiltskin’. The children will create their ownstory
plans, charactersand finish by producing their own short

narrative based on this story. Then, the children will be

learning about recounts based ona recent school or family
event. They will be learning about how to write in the past

tense, exploring the use of the 'I' pronounand capital
letters for the names of peopleand places.

Maths:

The children will be exploring numbers to 40 in a
variety of ways. This will involve reading and
writing numbers to 40, comparing numbers,
exploring number patternsand countingin tens
and ones. The children will also be exploring
solving addition and subtraction word problems.
We will then begin the foundations of equal
groupings, repeated addition, arrays and

History: The children will be lookingat Memoriesof
QueenElizabethII. We will begin by learning who she
was and looking at the dif ferent events that happened
throughout her life. We will lookat the differencesin
transport, technology,and fashion throughout the
years. Finishing by answering the question 'How did
society change whilst Queen ElizabethII reigned?’
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Computing: This unit introduceslearners to
data and information. Labelling, grouping, and
searching are important aspectsof data and
information. Searching is a common operation
in many applications, and requiresan
understanding that to search data, it must
have labels. This unit of work focuseson
giving images with different labelsin order
to demonstrate how computersare able to
group and present data.

Music: Children will learn to sing, play, improvise and
compose with the song Round and Round, a Bossa Nova
Latin style. Children will also listen to and appraise a
range of different songs including the Imperial March
and Livin' La Vida Loca.

DT: Children will be learning how to make

windmills. They will learn to include their own
preferencesin their designs; make stable structures;
assemble the components of their windmills. Children
will also be able to evaluate and adapt their designs
during testing phases.

Science:

The children will be learning about plants and
growththis half ferm. We will begin by looking at
the different partsof plants and what the
different parts are for. We will lookat plants
around us, as well as planting our own seeds and
observing the change of these seedsover time. We
will also be looking at treesand how they change
throughout the seasons.

We will continue to lookat the weather and observe
what things have changed since last term.

RE: In ourRE lessons this half term, we will
be focussing on Christianity. We will explore
the Parable of the Lost Sonand discuss the
message that is trying to be shared. We will
learn the meaning of 'parable’and discuss
that there are a few parablesin the bible
where there is a hidden meaning to the story.
We will lookata Christian's belief in God and
how they may show their beliefs. We will
complete the term by looking at forgiveness -
what it means to us and how or why we may
need to forgive somebody.

*Phonics Testing* - This is fast approaching, please
continue to use sound mats and aim to read daily
for 5 minutes.

PE: Monday and Thursday - PE kit to be kept in school
Spelling test: Monday

Homework: Given out on Tuesday. Due back in on
Monday.

PSHE: This half term we are going to be learning
about our rights and responsibilities. We will look at
our 'responsibilities’, linking the following lessons to
this: our behaviour, the environment and money. We
will discuss the positive impact that we can have on
the world around us and how this impacts ourselves
and others.

PE: This term our PE lessonswill be based
around developing our fundamental movement
skills. We will be developing our skills that we
learnt last half term onthe under arm throw,
to now practise our overarm throw. We will
also complete a Gymnastics unit, this includes
joining movements together o create a
sequence.
