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In maths this week the children have been continuing to focus on composition.   
We have recalled our prior learning and knowledge of how to make numbers to 5 (e.g. 1 and 4 makes 5, 3 and 2 makes 5).
The children have been using the Hungarian number pattern to explore composing numbers 6 and 7. (e.g. 5 and 1 is 6 , 5 and 2 is 7).

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Phonics
This week we have revisited our phase 2 phonemes (sounds) and continued to learn our phase 3 phonemes:  ee and igh. 

The phoneme ‘ee’ is a digraph (two letters that make one sound).
The phoneme ‘igh’ is a trigraph (three letters that make one sound).
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Home learning:  
Reading at home-
-Read at home with your child, sign their reading records and your child will receive Dojo points!!!
-Talk about the features of the book: front cover, title, blurb, we read from left to right and noticing the page numbers. 
-Spend time looking at the illustrations, commenting/discussing what you can see, what you think will happen next. 
 -Encourage children recognising, saying the sounds and then blending the sounds together to read the word. 
Bug Club phonics-online learning-
Your child will have a yellow reading record in their bag. 
Inside the front cover you will find a username and password to access Bug Club phonics. 
Here the children have access to our Bug Club lessons, videos and games they can play at home.  
Oral blending- 
Children must be able to oral blend before blending to read words.
