Maths

In math's this week we have been thinking about counting beyond 20.  
The children have been recognising and remembering the counting pattern. 
We have been doing lots of verbal counting using objects, pictures and number lines.

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We have learnt all our phase 2 and phase 3 sounds, so we will begin phase 4 phonics after half term.
Phase 4 does not introduce any new phonemes (sounds), but we consolidate previously learned phonemes and apply them to read and spell longer words.

Phonics
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Reading at home-
-Read at home with your child, sign their reading records and your child will receive Dojo points!!!
-Talk about the features of the book: front cover, title, blurb, we read from left to right and noticing the page numbers. 
-Spend time looking at the illustrations, commenting/discussing what you can see, what you think will happen next. 
 -Encourage children recognising, saying the sounds and then blending the sounds together to read the word. 
-Discuss the comprehension questions together (which are in the back of the book). This supports children’s understanding.
Bug Club phonics-online learning-
Your child will have a yellow reading record in their bag. 
Inside the front cover you will find a username and password to access Bug Club phonics. 
Here the children have access to our Bug Club lessons, videos and games they can play at home.
