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Hello, please see what Reception class have been learning this week.
Maths
This week we have been focussing on patterns. 
We have developed our prior learning on AB patterns (e.g. red, blue, red, blue / circle, triangle, circle triangle). 
We are now extending the children’s previous experience of AB patterns to more complex patterns such as AAB, ABC and AABC patterns.
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The children have been recognising patterns which develops their skills when making connections and predictions. We have explored patterns in a variety of forms using physical objects and more abstract representations, such as sounds and movement. 
Home learning: Can your child create complex patterns at home. Please send photos on Class Dojo, the children love to share these with their friends.

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Access Numbots. 
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We have been remembering our phase 2 and phase 3 sounds. We have been using these phonemes applying them to read and spell longer words.

Phonics
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To support your child’s reading: 
-Read with your child at least three times a week and sign their reading record.  
-Talk about the features of the book: front cover, title, blurb, we read from left to right and notice the page numbers. 
-Say the sounds, blend the sounds together to read the words, and recognise the tricky words in the book.
-Spend time looking at the illustrations, commenting/discussing what you can see, what is happening what you think will happen next. 
-When reading, children say the sounds and then blend the sounds together to read the word. “S-i-d. ssiid. Sid”. 
-Children can speedy read. 
-Discuss the comprehension questions together (which are in the back of the book).
To support your child’s writing: 
-Say a word from the book (e.g. “Stan”) and ask children to pinch the sounds (S-t-a-n) and they write the word. 
-Give the children a sentence from/about the book (e.g. “Stan must run”), they repeat the sentence x3 and write it. 
-Ask children to think of their own sentence and write it.
